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Rescue of the Month

On Monday 24 June 2013, responding to a call out from Surf Central Coast Duty Officer Brett
Beswick, Mick Cook and Graham Eager (Wombat) arrived at Toowoon Bay at approximately
9.30am where they were informed that there were three people in the water and a jet ski in
serious trouble off Crackneck point, approximately 5km from Toowoon Bay. Mick and Gra-
ham immediately assembled the IRB and set off to rescue. They secured the half submerged
jet ski to the rear of the Toowoon IRB and because there were three people in the water and
two of them in the duck, they were in a spot of bother fitting everyone in. Shelly Beach IRB
arrived and took two swimmers in their duck, and a short time later, a SLSCC jet ski arrived
to give assistance. The third person was transferred to the jet ski. Everyone arrived back at
Toowoon Bay safely and Mick and Graham towed the half submerged jet ski back to Too-
woon. The swell that day was 6-7ft and it took well over an hour to get back to Toowoon.
All parties and equipment arrived back safely.

Mick, Graham and the other rescuers were awarded Surf Life Saving NSW Rescue of the
Month. The above was reported in both the Daily Telegraph and The Express Advocate and
also on NBN News.

Well done Mick and Graham, Matt Neale (Soldiers Beach) and Tom Simpson (Shelly Beach).
They risked their lives, the outcome was good, but this is what we train for!
